MODULE CHANGES

Since its launch in July 2009 we have

released a number of software and R/C SO U N D SYSTE M

firmware upgrades. Our current
release is 3.0.5c. It can be

The ZIP file contains all the current
CD-ROM contents as well as the hex
file for a firmware update.

ESC PROFILES AND
THROTTLE RANGES

We had been planning to add an
"ESC Profiles" feature to better
synchronize engine startup and
shutdown sounds with actual
propeller rotation. The idea was to
have the sound module generate
ESC pulses to control the motor
speed in sync. with the sound during
lengthy engine start-up and
shutdown sounds.

After careful consideration we have
decided not to introduce that
feature as it could present safety
concerns. Instead we will be
developing a "Throttle Range"
feature whereby sounds in the
engine sound list can be assigned to
a specific throttle range. This will
achieve almost the same effect but
allow the operator to retain full
control of the throttle at all times.

This will also enable model
helicopter and model tank hobbyists
to better manage the engine sounds
with fewer overall engine sound
changes.

HIGH VOLTAGE AMPLIFIER

We have a lab. prototype of our new
High Voltage (25 - 50 Volt) amplifier
which we are now testing.

Target power output from this
amplifier is 150Watts into 8 Ohms at
50Volt supply. Tentative size is 4.8" x
2.4" x 1.2", weight is 3.50z. We plan
to also offer a two channel version
using the same board
(125Watts/channel).

This amplifier will address the needs
of large and giant scale airplane
modelers who operate their model
on 8S - 12S LiPo batteries.

DC-DC CONVERTER

In order to address the needs of 6V
and 7.2V models, we have decided to
produce a 6-12Volt DC-DC converter
to provide our SFX6 modules with
the necessary power.

We think this is a better solution than
offering a low voltage amplifier since
maximum output power falls as the
square of the supply voltage.

In this way we can maintain the same
power output as if the model used a
12Volt battery.

We expect this to be available end of
May 2010.
